Package Includes: 7 nights accommodations at the Safari Inn and 5 days of 
2-tank boat dives with Aqua Safari Divers.  
 
Diving and Lodging Information:  Located 12 miles off the Yucatan coast 
and a short hop from Cancun lies the island of Cozumel. A national park, 
years of protection on this island’s reefs has allowed them to rejuvenate and 
an abundance of wildlife can be found here.  Cozumel's underwater 
wonderland should not be missed.  The island’s world-renowned diving 
offers limitless walls, excellent visibility, wonderful marine life, and plenty of 
drift diving excitement.  The water in December is still over 75 degrees and 
clear.  Cozumel’s friendly people, good food, and top-side attractions make 
this a great trip!  Safari Inn is located above the Aqua Safari dive shop with a 
great view of downtown, and is walking distance to many great shops and 
restaurants.

Non-diving companions can join on the boat as a snorkeler for$35 
per day  

 
Getting There: You can fly directly into Cozumel, or fly to Cancun and then 
transfer via the ferry to Cozumel.  If you fly into Cancun you will need to 
take a cab or bus to Playa Del Carmen and take the ferry over to Cozumel 
from there.  The ferry leaves every two hours beginning at 6:00 AM and 
ending at 11:00 PM and takes approximately 45 minutes to get to Cozumel.  
Transfers and ferry reservations are not included in the package.  Please 
contact us for quotes on airfare from your departure city.  Please plan to 
arrive in Cozumel by 3:00pm on Saturday so that you are on time for the 
first fish I.D. class. 
 
Deposit Policy:  $250 per person to hold your spot.  You will receive an 
invoice and final payment is due October 15, 2007.  
 
Cancellation Policy: Full refund minus a $50 fee if canceled prior to 60 days 
before departure.  Cancellation between 60-45 days, the deposit is non-
refundable, between 45-30 days 50% of package price is non-refundable, 
and within 30 days the entire package price is non-refundable.  There are 
no refunds on unused dive portions of your trip. 
 
Minimums:  Most REEF trips require a minimum number of participants.  
Trips are subject to cancellation if the minimum requirements are not met.  
In the event of a trip cancellation REEF or Travel for you Inc are not 
responsible for your airline tickets purchased for travel.  We strongly 
suggest trip insurance.  All prices are subject to change until ticketed and 
paid in full.
